ADVISING GUIDE: FALL 2013 ADVISING PERIOD
GENERAL GUIDELINES

As of Fall 2013, The Writing Concentration in the English Major should be identified as The Writing and Writing Studies Concentration. 

The following requirements went into effect this semester:

· Students are required to take ENGL 226 Introduction to Writing & Writing Studies. They should take this course within the first two semesters they are enrolled in the concentration. 
· Students have the option of taking either Advanced Portfolio Workshop (ENGL 489) or Seminar in Writing & Writing Studies, ENGL 493 Seminar: Writing Studies as their capstone experience in the concentration.
· Student must have taken ENGL 226 prior to enrolling in ENGL 489 and/or ENGL 493. THIS PREREQUISITE WILL BE WAIVED FOR THIS REGISTRATION PERIOD.
· Students who elect to take the seminar are not required to take a second seminar for the English major.

· Students who elect to take ENGL 489 are still required to take a seminar to meet the requirements of the English major.  
· Students may elect to take both ENGL 489 and ENGL 493 and have them both count towards the Writing & Writing Studies Concentration.
· In addition to ENGL 226 and either ENGL489 or ENGL 493, students must take 9 additional credits from designated Writing and Writing Studies courses (see the back of this sheet for the course listings for the SPRING 2014 SEMESTER).
If you are advising students currently enrolled in the old Writing Concentration: 

· Students currently enrolled in the Writing Concentration do not need to take the new ENGL 226 Introduction to Writing & Writing Studies. 

· Students currently enrolled in the Writing Concentration must still take ENGL 489 Advanced Portfolio Workshop to complete the Concentration, or approved substitution. 

· Students will need to see the chair to allow any other course, including the new ENGL 493 Seminar in Writing and Writing Studies, to count in place of ENGL 489. 
· Students may take ENGL 493 or 226 to count towards their existing Writing Concentration. 

· Students who elect to take ENGL 493 do not need to take a second seminar; seminars in Writing Studies have always counted towards the English major. 
NOTE: Many Writing Concentration students take writing courses but do not enroll in the Writing Concentration until very late in their career. Continuing students who have been taking courses in the old concentration will need to see the chair in order to be grandfathered in under the old requirements or their degree audit will hold them to the new requirements of the Writing & Writing Studies Concentration.

ENGL 389-001 Topics in Writing: Writing for the Public
Writing has the potential to enact policy change, inspire people to reconsider varying viewpoints, and offer a space for common ground.  This course invites class members to analyze how individuals and organizations use writing to initiate and respond to changes in public, social, and educational policies.  A section of this course encourages students to examine the constantly evolving and digitally-driven forms of public writing through online news sources, blogs, Reddit, Twitter, Facebook, and multimodal projects.   In the final section of the course, we'll consider how memorials function as public writing through readings and an on-site visit to War Memorial Park in West Bridgewater.  Course assignments include weekly writing pieces, an op-ed assignment, a collaborative social media campaign, and a final, more extensive research paper.

ENGL 493 Seminar in Writing and Writing Studies: The History of Composition

While most students in the past almost 150 years have taken, either willingly or not, a first year writing course of some sort, few, if any, know the rather fascinating history of why that is. The story of the College Composition classroom is actually the story of many stories: civil rights, immigration, battles over class and gender, education reform, writing process vs product, the rise of technology. Ultimately, it is the story of who owns English, who has the right to speak and write it, and who speaks and writes it right, and what that sort of currency that buys you in the United States. This course will give students experience as both reader and researcher of current and archival materials that chronicle the history of one of the modern university’s most controversial course offerings. Students will be responsible for short weekly reader’s notes, at least one presentation to the class, an annotated bibliography and final research project. This seminar fulfills the capstone requirement for the Writing and Writing Studies minor (either with or instead of ENGL 489 Advanced Portfolio Workshop); additionally, this seminar fulfills the seminar requirement that all English majors must take.
